Under the Ensuring Access to Medicaid Services final rule, state Medicaid agencies will need to create and support a Beneficiary Advisory Council (BAC) by July 2025, with some requirements phased-in over a longer time period. States may choose an existing or a different name for their BAC as long as the bylaws make clear that the entity is the state's official BAC.
